New exhibition highlighting Palestinian artists features discussion

June 14, 2022 — Amid e an art exhibit featuring queer and women artists from the
West Bank and the Palestinian diaspora on display now at Wave Pool Gallery, will
feature a discussion on Thursday.

The Amid xle exhibition works toward a decolonization of art spaces by highlighting
Palestinian artists at different points of their careers. It inspires viewers to redefine critical
joy and take part in conversations around displacement, resistance, roots, and the
ongoing challenges Palestinian artists face in the 74th year under occupation.



Amid %le is led by Wave Pool Gallery’s curators in residence Iman Jabrah and Noel
Maghathe and funded by ArtsWave's Black and Brown Artist Program through a grant
received by Jabrah in 2022. The grant program supports projects by BIPOC artists that
explore the theme of “tfruth and reconciliation.” The program culminates with a
showcase that will be held later this summer.

Jabrah and Maghathe will join several artists in discussion of the Amid Xle exhibition on
June 16, part of Wave Pool’s “Third Thirsty Thursday Art Salon” series. The event is free
and open to the public.
