Option 1: Individual Art Kits 

Ideal for pop-up programs and hands-on workshops. 

Suggested Kit Contents: - Construction paper or cardstock - Crayons or colored pencils - Washable 

markers - Glue stick - Age-appropriate scissors - Small watercolor or paint set - Mini canvas panel or 

drawing board - Pencil and eraser - One creative extra (stickers, stencil, beads)

 

Option 2: Bulk Supplies 

Perfect for reaching large numbers of students through schools and classrooms. 

High-Priority Items: - Construction paper (including multicultural paper) - Colors of the World crayons - 

Washable markers - Acrylic paint markers - Glue sticks (no liquid glue) - Colored pencils - Scissors - 

Watercolor sets - Small canvas panels - Air-dry clay 

Additional Helpful Supplies: - Cardstock and watercolor paper - Permanent markers - Collage 

materials - Kwik Stix Solid Tempera Paint (adaptive supply) - Storage bins, drying racks, smocks, or 

aprons 

Please Avoid: Glitter, loose sequins, liquid adhesives, oil-based paints, or solvents.
